We will shortly be looking for a new parent governor for the governing board at 
UVHS.

Being a governor should not be scary or overwhelming – it is a voluntary role that 
any enthusiastic person can take on. Most employers are supportive and will allow 
time off for governance activities. You would be supported by a ‘buddy’ – one of the 
current governors- and there is plenty of free on-line learning to help with the job. 
Our parent governors are very important as they have a view of the school from a 
day-to-day working perspective and we really want to encourage their involvement.
